1-Reqgular verbs—for example: (cleaned/played/walked/climbed)
Regular past tenses are formed by adding-ed or-d to the verb..
If the verb ends in a consonant+ y change the y to “ied” for
example: study +ed= studied .

We double the final consonant when the verb ends in
consonant proceeded by a vowel ,for example: stop +ed
=stopped.
